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(see: Organized Crime Control Act Seco n 502).  
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1. California Penal Code Section 14023: The Attorney General shall give priority to 
matters involving organized crime, gang activities, drug trafficking, human trafficking, 
and cases involving a high degree of risk to the witness. Special regard shall also be 
given to the elderly, the young, battered, victims of domestic violence, the infirm, the 
handicapped, and victims of hate incidents. 

2. Article 58: (5) The provisions of subparagraphs 2, 3 and 4 are only applicable for 
crimes committed within the activities of an organized crime gan.

Any person who, without the authorization of the Attorney General, knowingly 
discloses any information received from the Attorney General under paragraph (1)(G) 
shall be fined $5,000 or imprisoned five years or both.

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1. Article 58: (2) If there is a fear of gravely endangering the witness or his relatives if the 
witness’s identity is revealed, necessary precautions shall be taken in order to keep the 
identity a secret. The witness, whose identity shall not be revealed, is obliged to explain 
the grounds and occasion for obtaining knowledge of the facts about which he is going 
to testify. The personal data about the witness shall be kept with the public prosecutor, 
judge or the court, in order to keep his identity as a secret. 
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
